endTB uses the first TB drugs developed in
almost 50 years, bedaquiline and delamanid, to
help improve treatment outcomes for MDR-TB

endTB's four goals

Expand their use in 17 countries (at least 2600
patients), and study the results (Haiti, Peru,
South Africa, Lesotho, Kenya, Ethiopia, Armenia,
Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Georgia, Pakistan,
Bangladesh, Myanmar, Indonesia, Vietnam, DPRK)

Run a 6-country clinical trial (750 patients) to
find simpler, less toxic, more effective ways to
treat MDR-TB

Reduce the barriers to making those drugs
available in all 17 endTB countries

Share our findings, and improve treatments
everywhere
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
